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WATER INCIDENT RESPONSE TRAINING 1
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Key to river features-
River left/right:- determined when facing downstream
Boulder siphon:-  hazard created by boulder obstruction
Boil line:- upstream flow of water moving backwards in to a hydraulic at 90 degrees to the main current.
Strainer:-obstruction which allows the water to pass through but not larger objects such as swimmers
Eddy:- object in water causing the water to circulate behind the object.
Incident size up:-
SASPI
Safety- priorities- Rescuer,Team,Bystanders,Victim
Assessment – 3 plan rule
1. Stabilisation- provide buoyancy and a clear open airway
2. Extraction and transport plan
3. Back up plan if the others fail
Spotters and scouts (upstream) 
Protection/secondary team downstream
Intervene

HIERARCHY OF RESCUE RESPONSES

· WADE- COMBINED WITH REACH/THROW TECHNIQUES
· THROW- ANYTHING WHICH FLOATS/ THROW BAG
· TECHNO- LINE GUNS/ TENSIOED DIAGONALS
· ROW-TEATHERED/ UNTEATHERED DEVICES
· GO- IN AND GET THEM- TETHERED OR UNTEATHERED
· HELO- HELICOPTERS
